Trade Exchange

The trade exchange between the two countries has been characterized by fluctuating
patterns over the past years. In 2014, Lebanon recorded a unique export value of
5.3 million dollars. However, the majority of this value consists of mineral or chemical
and phosphate fertilizers (HS 31.03.10). Conversely, imports from Uruguay reached
a record value of 58.1 million dollars in 2009. Overall, the trade volume between the
two countries is low, peaking in 2009 at a value of 58.8 million dollars. In 2024, the
value of Lebanese exports to Uruguay was 300 thousand dollars, ranking 125, while
the value of Lebanese imports from Uruguay reached 7.2 million dollars, ranking 81.

In 2024, preparations of vegetables and fruits, plastics and fats were among the main
Lebanese exports to Uruguay. More specifically, the main sub-categories exported
were:

- Fruits/Nuts (HS 20.08) with a value of $ 117 thousand.

- Tubes and pipes (HS 39.17) with a value of $ 47 thousand and a weight of 12
tons.

- Olive oil and its fraction (HS 15.09) with a value of $ 46 thousand and a weight
of 6 tons.

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In 2024, the sub-category imported the most were:

- Milk and cream, in powder, granules or other solid forms, of a fat content, by
weight, exceeding 1.5 % and not containing added sugar or other sweetening
matter (HS 04.02.21) of a value of $ 3.8 million and a weight of 1,175 tons.

- Boneless fresh or chilled meat of bovine animals (HS 02.01.30) with a value

of $ 1.5 million and a weight of 238 tons.

Export Potential from Lebanon to Uruguay

The products with the greatest export potential from Lebanon to Uruguay are
phosphatic fertilizers, polyethylene terephthalate in its primary forms, and retail
pharmaceuticals, among others. Lebanon has the highest supply capability in
phosphatic fertilizers. As for retail pharmaceuticals, they represent the product facing

the strongest demand potential in Uruguay.
