I- General Trends:

In 2024, Greece ranked 23™ on the list of Lebanon's most important export
markets, accounting for approximately 1.41 percent of total Lebanese exports.
It was ranked 2" on the list of Lebanon's most important import sources,
accounting for 9 percent of total Lebanese imports.

The value of Lebanese exports to Greece in 2024 amounted to approximately
$28.8 million, while the value of Lebanese imports amounted to approximately
$1.5 billion, resulting in a trade deficit of $1.4 billion.

- Medicaments (HS 30.04) with a value of $9.4 million.

The products with greatest export potential from Lebanon to Greece are Lead,
unwrought, refined, Waste & scrap of iron/steel and Waste & scrap of
aluminium. Lebanon has the highest supply capacity in Superphosphates.
Medicaments for retail sale (not elsewhere specified) is the product that faces
the strongest demand potential in Greece.
