The value of certificates of origin issued by the Chamber of Commerce, Industry, and Agriculture
of Beirut and Mount Lebanon (CCIA-BML) reached approximately $2 billion in 2024, compared
to $1.9 billion in 2023, a 2.8 percent increase. The value of goods of Lebanese origin decreased
by 7.3 percent in 2024 compared to 2023, while the value of goods of non-Lebanese origin

increased by 30.5 percent.

1- The Value and Weight of Certified Goods

The value of goods certified by offshore and other companies amounted to a total of $1.993 billion,
including $1.3 billion worth of Lebanese-origin goods weighing 543,000 tons, and $6.768 million
worth of non-Lebanese-origin goods weighing 652,000 tons.

The average price per ton for Lebanese-origin goods was $2,424, and for non-Lebanese-origin
goods was $1,037. The overall average price per ton was $1,668.

The higher average price per ton for Lebanese-origin goods than for non-Lebanese goods indicates
the high cost and low competitiveness of Lebanese exports, on the one hand, and the heavy reliance
of these certifications on high-quality, branded, and expensive jewelry and clothing.

2- Members and Exporters

In 2024, a total of 15,571 certificates of origin have been issued by the CCIA-BML, belonging to
1,093 exporting companies. The number of members who paid their membership fees reached
9,337. Based on these data, exporting companies represent approximately 11.7 percent of the total
number of members. The average number of certificates of origin per exporting company is
approximately 14.3, and the average value of the exported goods under each certificate is
approximately $128,000.

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3- The Most Important Destination Countries

Iraq topped the list of the most important destination countries in 2024, according to statistics from
certificates of origin certified by the Beirut and Mount Lebanon Chamber of Commerce, Industry,
and Agriculture, accounting for 17 percent of the total value of goods. The UAE ranked second
with 16 percent, followed by Syria in third place with 12 percent, Kuwait in fourth place with 11
percent, and Qatar in fifth place with 8 percent.

In terms of weight, Syria ranked first with 40 percent of the total weight of goods, followed by
Turkey with 9 percent, Jordan with 9 percent, Switzerland with 7 percent, and the United States
with 3 percent.

4- The Most Exported Goods

Jewelry exports ranked first in 2024, accounting for 29 percent of the total value of goods.
Chemical industries ranked second with 22 percent, electrical machinery third with 14 percent,
food industries fourth with 9 percent, and plant products fifth with 6 percent.

By weight, chemical exports ranked first in 2024, accounting for 34 percent of the total weight of
goods. Plant products ranked second with 18 percent, food industries third with 15 percent, base
metals and their products fourth with 11 percent, and paper and cardboard fifth with 9 percent.

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6- Certificates of Origin for Offshore Companies

The value of certificates of origin certified by the Chamber of Commerce, Industry, and
Agriculture of Beirut and Mount Lebanon for offshore companies in 2024 amounted to
approximately $458.4 million, weighing approximately 543 million tons.

Goods of Lebanese origin accounted for only 0.1 percent of the value, while goods of non-
Lebanese origin accounted for 99.9 percent of the value and 100 percent of the weight.

In 2024, Arab countries were the primary market for offshore companies' certificates of origin,
both in terms of value and weight. These countries imported goods worth $421 million,
representing 92 percent of the value of the goods. The weight of these goods reached 518.4 million
tons, representing 96 percent of the total weight of the goods.

Electrical appliances ranked first in exports in 2024, accounting for 27 percent of the total value
of goods. Food industries ranked second with 15 percent, optical instruments and equipment third
with 14 percent, chemical industries fourth with 14 percent, and plant products fifth with 12
percent.
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By weight, plant products exports ranked first in 2024, accounting for 31 percent of the total weight
of goods. Food products ranked second with 21 percent, chemical industries third with 19 percent,
paper and cardboard fourth with 16 percent, and oils and fats fifth with 6 percent.

In 2024, Arab countries were the primary market for other companies' certificates of origin. These
countries imported goods worth $1.2 billion, weighing 273,000 tons, representing 80 percent of
the value and 42 percent of the weight of the goods. Meanwhile, European countries imported
goods worth $212 million, representing 14 percent, and weighing 280,000 tons, representing 43
percent.

Jewelry exports ranked first in 2024, accounting for 37 percent of the total value of goods.
Chemical industries ranked second with 24 percent, machinery and electrical appliances third with
10 percent, food industries fourth with 7 percent, and paper and cardboard fifth with 4 percent.

By weight, chemical exports ranked first in 2024, accounting for 47 percent of the total weight of
goods. Base metals and their products ranked second with 17 percent, food industries third with 9
percent, plant products fourth with 8 percent, and wood and wood products fifth with 6 percent.
