Trade Exchange

Egypt ranked fifth on the list of Lebanon's most important export markets in 2024,
accounting for 5 percent of total Lebanese exports. Egypt also ranked fifth on the
list of most important import sources, accounting for 6 percent of total Lebanese
imports.

The value of Lebanese exports to Egypt in 2024 amounted to approximately $135.4
million, while the value of Lebanese imports from Egypt amounted to approximately
$962.8 million. The trade deficit was $827.4 million.

Trade Balance

The trade balance between Lebanon and Egypt has been in deficit in favor of Egypt
since 1993. The deficit ranged from a low of $30.7 million in 1993 to a high of $874.8
million in 2011. The trade deficit reached $422 million in 2023.
