The majority of the Lebanese Exports to Azerbaijan are concentrated in 4 HS codes. In 2022, Electrical
Machinery was the main category exported to Azerbaijan. More specifically, generating sets with
compression-ignition internal combustion piston engines of an output exceeding 375 Kva was among
the sub-categories the most exported with a value of $ 5 million (HS 85.02.13). Also, compression-
ignition internal combustion piston engines were exported with a value of $ 1.1 million (HS 84.08.9)
and chocolate with a value of $ 524 million (HS 18.06.9).

The main imports from Azerbaijan in 2022 were Mineral fuels and oil. More specifically, Petroleum
oils were the main sub-category imported with a value of $ 34.2 million (HS 27.10.19). Accordingly,
bars of iron of circular cross-section measuring less than 14 mm in diameter were imported for a value
of $ 565 million (HS 72.13.91).

Remarks on the trade exchange between Lebanon and Azerbaijan

The value of Lebanese exports to Azerbaijan increased from $0 million in 1995 to $8 million in 2022,
while the value of Lebanese imports from them rose from $0.4 million in 1995 to $25.2 million in
2022,

According to the trade exchange movement between the two countries in the year 2022, the share of
imports of animal, agricultural, and food industry products from Azerbaijan amounted to $0 million,
representing 0 % of the total Lebanese imports from it, while this share amounted to 15% of the total
Lebanese imports from all countries. The value of this share in Lebanon’s exports to Azerbaijan
amounted to $ 853 thousand, or 11 %, while this share amounted to 21 % of the total Lebanese exports
to all countries.
