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Economic Relations between Lebanon and Russia

Trade Exchange

Russia ranked 15th on the list of Lebanon’s most important import sources in 2024,
accounting for 3.3 percent of the total value of Lebanese imports. It ranked 59th on the
list of Lebanon’s most important export markets, accounting for 0.2 percent of the total
value of Lebanese exports. The value of Lebanese exports to Russia in 2023 amounted
to about 6.2 million US dollars, while the value of Lebanese imports from the country
reached about 583.3 million US dollars.

Trade Balance

The trade balance between Lebanon and Russia has been in deficit in favor of Russia
from 1993 until 2024. The value of the trade deficit ranged between a minimum of 70.5
million US dollars in 1994 and a maximum of 1.3 billion US dollars in 2019.

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Notes on Trade Exchange Between Lebanon and Russia

The value of Lebanese exports to Russia decreased from USD 14.6 million in 1993 to
USD 5 million in 2024, a decline of 96 percent. Meanwhile, the value of Lebanese
imports from Russia increased from USD 102.9 million in 1993 to USD 336.8 million in
2024, more than 3.3 times higher.

Lebanese exports to Russia recorded their highest value in 1993 at USD 14.6 million.
These exports dropped to their lowest level of USD 0.6 million in 1999, before rising
again to USD 5 million in 2024.

Lebanese imports from Russia peaked in 2019 at USD 1.3 billion, while their lowest
value was recorded in 1994 at USD 82.6 million. In 2024, imports reached USD 336.8
million.

Lebanese exports to Russia are limited in diversity, with three product categories
accounting for about 79 percent of total exports to Russia in 2024:

- Paints and varnishes (including enamels and lacquers) (HS 32.08) with 34
percent

- Printed books, brochures, leaflets and similar printed matter, whether or not
in single sheets (HS 49.01) with 28 percent

- Other vegetables prepared or preserved otherwise than by vinegar or acetic
acid, frozen (HS 20.04) with 16 percent

Similarly, Lebanese imports from Russia are not diversified either, with one category,
petroleum derivatives (HS 27), representing 61 percent of total imports from Russia
in 2024. Wheat and Meslin (HS 10.01) follow with 19 percent of total imports.

According to trade flows between the two countries in 2024, Lebanon’s imports of
animal, agricultural, and food industry products from Russia amounted to USD 92.2
million, representing 27 percent of Lebanon’s total imports from Russia. By comparison,
these products accounted for 19 percent of Lebanon’s total imports from all countries.
On the export side, Lebanon’s exports of these products to Russia reached USD 1.3
million, representing 26 percent of Lebanese exports to Russia and 26 percent of total
Lebanese exports to all countries.

Wheat Imports

Amid the Russia-Ukraine crisis, concerns arose not only within Lebanon but also across
Arab countries regarding wheat supplies, especially since Russia and Ukraine are the
primary sources of these imports.

Lebanon’s wheat imports increased in value from USD 142.5 million in 2015 to USD
235.4 million in 2021, before declining to USD 146.2 million in 2024. Import volumes
rose from 625.7 thousand tons in 2015 to 754.2 thousand tons in 2021, then fell to
583.6 thousand tons in 2024. Accordingly, the average price per ton rose from USD
228 in 2015 to USD 412 in 2022, before dropping to USD 251 in 2024.

Lebanon’s share of wheat imports from Russia increased from 46 percent of total wheat
imports in 2015 to 10 percent in 2020, before climbing to 76 percent in 2024.

In 2024 compared to 2020, the value of Lebanese exports to Russia decreased by 27
percent. The main products that declined in value were machinery, optical instruments,
and plastics.
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The value of Lebanese imports from Russia decreased from USD 1.3 billion in 2019 to
USD 519.6 million in 2020, and further to USD 336.8 million in 2024, a decline of 35
percent. The main products that declined in value were mineral fuels, oils, paper and

cardboard, and organic chemical products.

Products with the Greatest Export Potential from Lebanon to Russia

The products with the greatest export potential from Lebanon to Russia are grapes,
apples, and pharmaceuticals for retail sale. Lebanon has the highest supply capacity in
diesel engine generator sets of up to 75 kVA. However, pharmaceuticals for retail sale
are the product facing the strongest demand potential in Russia.
