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Economic Relations between Lebanon and Cyprus

I- General Trends

The total value of trade exchange between Lebanon and Cyprus amounted
to approximately $404.6 million in 2024. Cyprus ranked 22nd on the list of
Lebanon's most important export markets, accounting for 1.1 percent of
total exports, and 13th on the list of Lebanon's most important import
sources, accounting for 2.2 percent of total Lebanese imports.

The trade balance between Lebanon and Cyprus fluctuated between
surplus and deficit between 1993 and 2024. The largest deficit was
recorded in 2023, at $418 million, while the largest surplus in Lebanon's
favor was recorded in 2008, at $14.7 million.
