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Economic Relations between Lebanon and Qatar

Trade Exchange

The value of trade exchange between Lebanon and Qatar in 2024 reached approximately
$112 million, below the record value of $172 million achieved in 2018. Exports amounted
to approximately $84.7 million, representing 3.1% of total Lebanese exports, making
Qatar the 9" most important Lebanese export market. Imports amounted to $27.2 million,

representing 0.2% of total Lebanese imports.

In 2024, Iron and Aluminium were among the main Lebanese imports from Qatar. More
specifically, the sub-categories imported the most were:

- Bars and rods of iron or non-alloy steel (HS 72.14) with a value of $ 14.5 million
and a weight of 25,600 tons.

- Aluminium bars, rods and profiles (HS 76.04) with a value of $ 7.1 million and a
weight of 1,740 tons.

- Plastics of Polymers of ethylene, in primary forms (HS 39.01) with a value of $ 3.1
million and a weight of 2,720 tons.

Notes on Trade Exchange between the Two Countries

The value of Lebanese exports to Qatar increased from $5.3 million in 1993 to $84.7
million in 2024, a 16-fold increase, while their share of total exports increased from 1.2
percent to 3.1 percent. These exports reached a record value of $152 million in 2021.

The value of Lebanese imports from Qatar increased from $0.5 million in 1993 to $27.2
million in 2024, a 54-fold increase, and reached a record value of $38.6 million in 2018.

According to the trade exchange between the two countries in 2024, the share of imports
of animal, agricultural, and food products from Qatar amounted to approximately $74,000,
representing zero percent of total Lebanese imports from Qatar. This share, however,
reached 19 percent of total Lebanese imports from all countries. The value of this share of
Lebanon's exports to Qatar amounted to $45.4 million, representing 54 percent, while this
share represented 26 percent of Lebanon's total exports to all countries.

During the years 2020-2024, Lebanese exports to Qatar decreased by 40 percent in 2024
compared to 2020. The following table shows the values of the decreased and increased

Agreements between Lebanon and Qatar

Lebanon is bound by several agreements with the State of Qatar in the fields of trade,
science, education, and tourism. Pursuant to the implementation of the Agreement to
Facilitate and Develop Trade between Arab Countries, which includes both Lebanon and
Qatar, exemptions and reductions from customs duties and fees and taxes of equivalent
effect stipulated in the bilateral agreement between the two countries apply to all items
exceeding the reductions stipulated in the Arab Agreement. These reductions reached 100
percent in early 2005.

Accordingly, to benefit from the customs reduction on Qatari goods exported to Lebanon,
or those exported from Lebanon to Qatar, the exporter must use an Arab certificate of
origin to benefit from the provisions of this agreement.

Lebanon also signed a free trade agreement with the Gulf Cooperation Council countries,
which in turn contributed to increasing the volume of trade between Lebanon and Qatar.

In the field of investment, the two countries signed an agreement on the avoidance of
double taxation and the prevention of tax evasion with regard to taxes on income and
capital in 2006. An agreement was also concluded. Technical cooperation in the fields of
specifications, standards, laboratories and quality systems in 20009.
