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Economic Relations between Lebanon and Australia

Trade Exchange

The value of Lebanese exports to Australia in 2024 amounted to approximately $22.1
million, representing 0.8% of total Lebanese exports. Australia ranked 30th on the list
of Lebanon's most important export markets.

The value of Lebanese imports from Australia in 2024 amounted to approximately
$22.9 million, representing 0.1% of total Lebanese imports. Australia ranked 60th on
the list of Lebanon's most important import sources.

The trade balance between Lebanon and Australia has been in a continuous deficit in
Australia’'s favor since 1993 until 2024, with the exception of 2020 and 2022, when
surpluses of $1.7 million and $0.1 million were recorded. The deficit ranged between a
low of $0.8 million in 2024 and a high of $39.6 million in 2009.

In 2024, meat, pharmaceutical products and cereals were among the main Lebanese
imports from Australia. More specifically, the sub-categories imported the most were:

Frozen meat of bovine animals (HS 02.02) with a value of $ 3 million and a

weight 170 tons,
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- Medicaments (HS 30.04) with a value of $ 2.8 million and a weight of 120 tons,

- Rice (HS 10.06) with a value of $ 2.4 million and a weight of 2,326 tons,

- Dried leguminous vegetables (HS 07.13) with a value of $ 2 million and a
weight of 2,904 tons.

Notes on Trade Exchange between the Two Countries

The value of Lebanese exports to Australia increased from $2.9 million in 1993 to
$22.1 million in 2024, a 7.6-fold increase. The volume of Lebanese imports during this
period also increased from $10.8 million to $22.9 million, a more than 2.1-fold
increase.

Trade between the two countries generally followed an upward trend between 1993 and
2024. However, the value of Lebanese exports to Australia reached a record high of
$22.9 million in 2024. Lebanese imports from Australia also reached a record high of
$53.4 million in 2011.

Lebanese exports to Australia in 2024 were characterized by a lack of diversity. The
value of exports from three customs chapters of goods accounted for approximately 55
% of the total goods exported to Australia, mainly food products. Lebanese imports
from Australia are also limited in diversity, with the value of three customs chapters
accounting for approximately 48 % of the total imported goods.

According to the trade flow between the two countries in 2024, the value of imports of
animal, agricultural, and food products from Australia amounted to approximately
$13.1 million, representing 57 % of total Lebanese imports, while this share represented
19 % of total Lebanese imports from all countries. The value of this share of Lebanese
exports to Australia amounted to $18.5 million, representing 84 %, compared to 26 %
of total Lebanese exports to all countries.

Over the past five years, the value of Lebanese exports to Australia increased by 9%,
while the value of imports increased by 24%.

A notable feature of trade flow between the two countries is the predominance of food
exports, reflecting demand from the Lebanese community in Australia.

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Bilateral Agreements between Lebanon and Australia

Agreements between Lebanon and Australia were limited to an economic and trade
cooperation agreement signed in 1998, an air services agreement also signed in 1998,
and a similar agreement in 1953. Despite the presence of a large Lebanese community
in Australia, the two countries have not signed an agreement to promote and protect
investments, nor an agreement to avoid double taxation.
