Trade Exchange

In 2023, the Russian Federation was the eighth largest source of imports for Lebanon, accounting for
3.3% of Lebanon’s total import value. Conversely, Russia ranked 59" among Lebanon's export
markets, capturing only 0.2% of the total export value. Lebanese exports to Russia in 2023 amounted
to approximately $6.2 million, whereas imports from Russia reached about $583.3 million.

Notes on the Trade Between Lebanon and the Russian Federation

The value of Lebanese exports to the Russian Federation decreased from $14.6 million in 1993 to
$6.2 million in 2023, a decline of 58%, while the value of Lebanese imports from Russia increased
from $102.9 million in 1993 to $583.3 million in 2023, more than a 4.7-fold increase.

The trade between the two countries did not follow a consistent upward or downward trend from
1993 to 2023. After reaching a record high of $14.6 million in 1993, the value of Lebanese exports to
Russia dropped to its lowest at $0.6 million in 1999, then significantly increased to $13.5 million in
2011, fell again to $3.1 million in 2016, and then rose to $12.1 million in 2021 before settling at $6.2
million in 2023. Similarly, Lebanese imports from Russia, which peaked at $542.5 million in 2004,
dropped to $260.6 million in 2006, surged to $900.7 million in 2013, reached a new high of $1.3
billion in 2019, and then decreased to $583.3 million in 2023.

Lebanese exports to Russia in 2023 were limited in diversity, with three customs chapters accounting
for about 78% of the total goods exported to Russia. On the other hand, Lebanese imports from
Russia were also not diverse, with one customs chapter, petroleum derivatives, constituting 69% of
the total goods imported from Russia in 2023.

According to the trade movements between the two countries in 2023, the import share of animal and
agricultural products and the food industry from Russia amounted to about $128 million,
representing 22% of Lebanon's total imports from Russia, while this share was 17% of Lebanon’s
total imports from all countries. The value of these goods in Lebanon's exports to Russia was $1.5
million, accounting for 23% of the total exports, while this share was 22% of Lebanon's total exports
to all countries.
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In 2023 compared to 2019, the value of Lebanese exports to Russia decreased by 23%. The reason
was the absence of tobacco exports in 2023, as well as the non-exportation of copper and its products

as in the years 2020-2022.

Moreover, the value of Lebanese imports from the Russian Federation decreased from $1.3 billion in

2019 to $583.3 million in 2023, a 57% reduction. The commodities that saw the most significant

decrease in value include mineral fuels, paper and cardboard, and organic chemicals.

Wheat Imports

Amid the Russian-Ukrainian crisis, concerns have arisen not only domestically but also
internationally regarding the wheat supplies to various countries, especially since Russia and Ukraine
are major sources of these supplies.

The value of Lebanon's wheat imports increased from $130.7 million in 2018 to $184.8 million in
2023, and the weight rose from 576,300 tons to 644,200 tons. Consequently, the average price per

ton increased from $227 to $287.

Between 2018 and 2024, Ukraine and the Russian Federation accounted for between 84% and 100%
of Lebanon's total wheat imports. Ukraine's share increased from 42% in 2018 to 80% in 2020, then
decreased to 61% in 2023. Meanwhile, Russia's share decreased from 49% in 2018 to 10% in 2022,
before rising to 39% in 2023.

The products with the greatest export potential from Lebanon to the Russian Federation are fresh
apples, grapes, peaches, and nectarines. Lebanon has the highest supply capacity in diesel engine
generating sets <= 75 kVA. However, retail pharmaceuticals are the product with the strongest
demand potential in the Russian Federation.

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The products with the greatest export potential from the Russian Federation to Lebanon are
unworked gold for non-monetary purposes, unworked diamonds, and sawn and longitudinally sliced
coniferous wood with a thickness >6 mm. The Russian Federation has the highest supply capacity in
mineral-chemical fertilizers with nitrogen, phosphorus, and potassium. Unworked gold for non-
monetary purposes is the product facing the strongest demand potential in Lebanon.

Russian Federation's
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Bilateral Relations

The bilateral relations between Lebanon and the Russian Federation are close and robust, having
been formalized in recent years through a trade and cooperation agreement in 1999, an agreement to
avoid double taxation and prevent tax evasion on income in 1999, and an agreement on encouraging
and protecting investments in 2001. Additionally, several agreements in tourism, culture, and
education have been signed, including a memorandum of understanding in the oil and gas sector in
2013. A joint cooperation agreement was also signed between the Beirut Chamber and the Russian
Federation Chamber of Commerce and Industry in 1995.
