Economic Relations between Lebanon and Argentina

Trade Exchange

Trade activity between Lebanon and Argentina has been characterized by fluctuating
patterns over the past years, although it has generally trended upward since 2010.
Overall, it remains low, with trade exchange reaching its peak value of about 143.9
million US dollars in 2014.

In 2024, the value of Lebanese exports to Argentina amounted to about 224 thousand
US dollars, ranking 129th on the list of Lebanon’s export markets. The value of
Lebanese imports from Argentina reached about 114.8 million US dollars, placing
Argentina 26th among Lebanon’s most important import sources. As a result, the
trade balance recorded a deficit of about 114.5 million US dollars.

Trade Balance

The trade balance between Lebanon and Argentina is in deficit in favor of Argentina,
reaching its peak in 2014 at about 143.3 million US dollars. The lowest deficit was
recorded in 1994, at about 106 million US dollars.

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Notes on Trade Exchange Between Lebanon and Argentina

The value of Lebanese exports to Argentina recorded its highest level in 2016 at USD
4.6 million. Lebanese imports from Argentina peaked in 2014 at USD 143.6 million.

Lebanese exports to Argentina in 2024 were not diversified, with one main product
category, food preparations (HS 21), accounting for about 51 percent of total exports
to Argentina:

- Sauces and preparations therefor; mixed condiments and mixed seasonings;
mustard flour and meal and prepared mustard (HS 21.03) with 51 percent.

- Wadding of textile materials and articles thereof; textile fibres, not exceeding
5 mm in length (flock), textile dust and mill neps (HS 56.01) with 25 percent.

- Used furniture and household appliances and personal effects, furniture and
household appliances coming from inheritance (HS 98.01) with 9 percent.

Similarly, Lebanese imports from Argentina lacked diversity, with one customs
chapter, food residues (HS 23), accounting for about 59 percent of total imports from
Argentina. It is followed by pharmaceutical products (HS 30) at 18 percent.

According to trade flows between the two countries in 2024, Lebanon’s imports of
animal, agricultural, and food industry products from Argentina amounted to USD
93.8 million, representing 82 percent of Lebanon’s total imports from Argentina. By
comparison, these products accounted for 19 percent of Lebanon’s total imports from
all countries. On the export side, Lebanon’s exports of these products to Argentina
reached USD 130 thousand, representing 58 percent of Lebanese exports to
Argentina compared to 26 percent of total Lebanese exports to all countries in this
category.

Over the past five years, the value of Lebanese exports to Argentina decreased by
34 percent. The largest decline was recorded in exports of stuffing and threads (53
percent), followed by machinery and equipment (45 percent). By contrast, exports
of food preparations increased by 63 percent, indicating rising demand among
Lebanese communities in Argentina.

During the same period, the value of Lebanese imports from Argentina decreased by
10 percent. The sharpest declines were recorded in imports of cereals (81 percent),
vegetables and plants (39 percent), pharmaceutical products (18 percent), and oil
seeds (66 percent). Meanwhile, imports of meat, fish, and vegetable preparations
increased.
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Products with the Greatest Export Potential from Lebanon to Argentina

The products with the greatest export potential from Lebanon to Argentina are
superphosphates, polyethylene terephthalate in its primary form, and phosphoric
acids. Lebanon has the highest supply capacity in superphosphates. However,
medicines for retail sale are the product facing the strongest demand potential in

Argentina.
