Economic Relations Between Lebanon and Algeria

Trade between Lebanon and Algeria

In 2024, Algeria ranked 43™ among Lebanon's most important export markets, accounting for
0.4% of total Lebanese exports. It was also the 27" largest source of imports for Lebanon,
representing 0.7% of total Lebanese imports.

Lebanese exports to Algeria in 2024 amounted to approximately $11.2 million, while imports
from Algeria reached about $113.9 million, resulting in a trade deficit of $102.7 million.

Between 1995 and 2024, the trade balance between Lebanon and Algeria alternated between
deficits and surpluses. The deficit ranged from a minimum of $1.3 million in 2005 to a maximum
of $143.5 million in 2023. Conversely, the surplus ranged from a low of $2.3 million in 1997 to
a high of $26.4 million in 20009.

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Notes on Trade Between Lebanon and Algeria

The value of Lebanese exports to Algeria in 2024 was approximately nine times higher than in
1995, while the value of imports from Algeria increased by twenty-five times over the same
period. Overall, trade between the two countries followed an upward trend from 1995 to 2024.
Lebanese exports to Algeria reached a record high in 2013 at $37.1 million, whereas imports

from Algeria fluctuated over the years but peaked in 2023 at $154.6 million.

Lebanon’s exports to Algeria are characterized by limited diversity, with four HS chapters
accounting for 64% of total exports in 2024. On the other hand, Lebanese imports from Algeria
are highly concentrated, with petroleum derivatives alone representing about 87% of total

imports from Algeria.

Based on trade flows in 2024, Lebanon imported around $5.7 million worth of animal,
agricultural, and food industry products from Algeria—equivalent to 5% of its total imports from
Algeria. In comparison, these products represented 19% of Lebanon’s total imports from all

countries.

Conversely, Lebanon exported approximately $1.6 million worth of these same product groups
to Algeria, making up 14% of its total exports to the country. These products, however,
accounted for 26% of Lebanon’s total exports to all countries.

Over the past five years, Lebanese exports to Algeria decreased by 33% in 2024 compared to
2020, with the most notable declines seen in mechanical appliances, tanning extracts,

publishing products, and oil seeds.

In contrast, Lebanese imports from Algeria rose by 32% in 2024 relative to 2020, mainly due
to increased imports of mineral fuels and paper and cardboard products.

In general, Lebanese and Algerian products are not competitive but rather complementary.
Opportunities to promote trade between the two countries are particularly evident in Lebanon’s
exports of printed materials, aluminum, electrical and mechanical equipment, and plastics, and
in Algeria’s exports of petroleum derivatives and inorganic chemical products.

Lebanese Products with Export Potential to Algeria

The products with the highest export potential from Lebanon to Algeria are polyethylene
terephthalate in primary forms, diesel engine generator sets [75-375 kVA], and diesel engine
generator sets < 75 kVA. Lebanon has the strongest supply capacity in diesel engine generator
sets < 75 kVA. However, retail-packaged pharmaceuticals are the product facing the strongest
demand potential in the Algerian market.
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Algerian Products with Export Potential to Lebanon

The products with the highest export potential from Algeria to Lebanon are sugar cane or sugar
beet and chemically pure sucrose, natural calcium and calcium phosphates, aluminum, natural
and phosphate chalk, and non-alloy iron or steel bars. Algeria has the strongest supply capacity
in natural calcium, calcium phosphates, aluminum, and natural and phosphate chalk. However,
sugar cane or sugar beet and chemically pure sucrose face the strongest demand potential in the
Lebanese market.
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Bilateral Relations

Bilateral relations between Lebanon and Algeria are strong and well-established. This was
reflected in the signing of an agreement in 2002 to avoid double taxation, and a scientific and
technological cooperation agreement in 2007. Additionally, a joint high-level committee
between the two countries was established in 2002.

Trade relations are governed by the Agreement to Facilitate and Develop Trade among Arab
States, under which customs duties between Lebanon and Algeria have been reduced by 100%.
However, Lebanese exporters to Algeria continue to complain about the imposition of customs
duties on their products by Algerian authorities.

Key Challenges Facing Lebanese Exporters

The main barriers to intra-Arab trade within the Greater Arab Free Trade Area (GAFTA),
including trade between Lebanon and Algeria, can be summarized as follows:

Multiple and delayed laboratory inspections of goods, causing significant holdups at
border points.

Structural barriers, such as strict customs procedures at border control areas.

Stringent enforcement of national technical standards on imported goods and
merchandise.

Increased scrutiny of financial transfers through approved banking channels.
Difficulties in transit transport between Arab countries.
Tight visa regulations for traders, businesspeople, and industrialists.

Administrative restrictions, such as bans on the exchange of certain goods,
complications in issuing certificates of origin, and delays due to truck congestion at
border crossings.

Refusal by some Arab states to allow entry of trucks from other Arab countries,
forcing importers and exporters to unload and reload goods at border zones.

Despite customs duties being lifted under GAFTA, some North African countries
still impose import charges on goods and products.

High commercial transport costs, due to both the weak infrastructure connectivity
between Arab countries and the persistent border trade restrictions.
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Algerian Presence and Cooperation with Lebanon

Algeria plays a strong and visible role in Lebanon both politically and economically. This was
particularly evident during two major crises Lebanon has faced in recent years:

« Following the Beirut Port explosion, Algeria was among the countries that sent
technical and humanitarian aid to support Beirut.

e During Lebanon’s electricity crisis in 2024, Algerian President Abdelmadjid
Tebboune instructed the state-owned company Sonatrach to supply Lebanon with the
necessary fuel to operate power plants.

On the economic front, several Lebanese companies are active in Algeria, investing in key
sectors such as construction, energy, water, and banking—critical and strategic areas in
Algeria’s economy.

Looking ahead, Lebanese-Algerian relations are expected to deepen, as both sides have
expressed a desire to reactivate several joint mechanisms. Lebanese Prime Minister Judge
Nawaf Salam has called for the reactivation of the Lebanese-Algerian High Joint Committee,
as well as the Lebanese-Algerian Business Council.
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
