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Economic Relations between Lebanon and Ukraine

Trade Exchange:

Ukraine ranked 14th on the list of Lebanon's most important import sources in 2024,
accounting for 2.1 percent of total Lebanese imports. Ukraine ranked 48th on the list
of Lebanon's most important export markets in 2024, accounting for 0.03 percent of
total Lebanese exports.

The trade balance between Lebanon and Ukraine has been in a permanent deficit in
Ukraine's favor since 1993 and until 2024. The deficit ranged from a low of $75.4
million in 2006 to a high of $552.9 million in 2013.

Wheat Imports

The Russia-Ukraine crisis has raised regarding wheat supplies, especially since the
Russia and Ukraine are considered the main sources of wheat globally.

The value of Lebanon's wheat imports increased from $142.5 million in 2015 to $235
million in 2021, before declining to $146 million in 2024. Weight increased from 626
thousand tons in 2015 to 754 thousand tons in 2021, before declining to 584
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thousand tons in 2024. Consequently, the average price per ton increased from $228
in 2015 to $412 in 2022, before declining to $251 in 2024.
